Dear Parent or Carer

In November we had a visit from an Ofsted inspector and I write to you to share and celebrate her findings.  During her two days inspection she spent time observing staff and children throughout the nursery and looking at our policies and procedures.

In her feedback we were very pleased since as well as achieving all our targets from the last inspection she graded the nursery good in all areas. She also provided detailed feedback on all areas of the nursery. I would like to give you a summary of her report and at the end of the letter tell you about our new targets for improving the nursery even further in the future.

What she observed about your children

· That children were happy, settled, secure and are equally valued and included.  

· Children are confident in their surroundings and, are curious and ask questions. She noted that the children are well behaved and that the older children are able to share and take turns without prompting.

· Children “clearly enjoy listening to stories and participate enthusiastically”.

· “Children are making good progress in learning about health and hygiene”

· “Children are eager to participate in activities on offer and developing their concentration skills.”

· Children” display enthusiasm for physical activity both indoors and out and benefit from frequent opportunities to play outdoors in the fresh air”

· “Babies and young children are well supported by staff”

· “Children  are making good progress in their learning because they are supported by staff who have a good knowledge of the early learning goals”

 What she observed about the nursery environment

· Her overall impression of the nursery was that “all areas of the nursery were well used, and it was “bright and welcoming”.

· She was pleased to see that the meals and snacks we provide your children with are both healthy and nutritious. 

What she observed about our staff

· We are particularly proud to share some of the many comments she made about the staff saying that they “work well as a team”.
· There were many comments made about their practice with your children including their caring attitude towards your children giving reassurance when necessary.

· She also noted that staff have relevant qualifications and have the opportunity to attend a variety of training-. 

· Finally and perhaps most important to you she says “They share a strong commitment to improvement and are constantly reviewing their practice to enable them to make positive changes”

With this commitment in mind I would like to share with you our targets for the future. We intend to carry out the following actions -:

Planning systems - At the time of our inspection we were currently reviewing our planning for children’s learning. On reflection we have devised a system whereby each key person plans for their own key children, ensuring that all activities and learning opportunities are appropriate to your child.

Organisation and availability of resources - due to the recent purchase of new storage units we have been able to increase the accessibility of toys and equipment to children as recommended by the inspector.  Clear labelling of storage units both in picture and word allows children to be independent in self selection of toys.

Copies of our full Ofsted report will be available for parents to read on each of our parent notice boards.  The report will also be available on the Ofsted web site.
